After-School Care and Overnight Boarding
In addition to Breakfast and Supper Clubs, the School offers other ‘cover’ for day pupils’ parents who are unable to collect their children at the end of the School day.
· Pre-Prep Department
All children in the Pre-Prep Department may stay at School for drink and biscuits until 4.30pm.  Pre-Prep children who are in School post 4.30pm will be taken to After School Club.  The cost of this cover is £1.75 per half-hour.

· Prep School

Children in the Prep School may stay until 5.30pm for either Clubs and Societies or to do prep.  After this time, they will be formally ‘booked in’ for Supper Club. 

· Overnight Boarding
All children may stay for overnight boarding during the term.  This must be booked through the School Office to enable us to check on bed availability.
